 ORDINANCE NO. 2006-9
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE 2004-2 WHICH ADOPTED THE UNIFORM CONSTRUCTION CODE, TITLE 35 P.S. SECTION 7210.101-7210.1103 AS THE OFFICIAL WILLIAMS TOWNSHIP MUNICIPAL BUILDING CODE AND REPEALING EXISTING ORDINANCES IN PARTS OR ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH. 
WHEREAS, the Township of Williams adopted the Uniform Construction Code by virtue of Ordinance No. 2004-2;
WHEREAS, the Pennsylvania Department of Labor has revised its regulations in the Uniform Construction Code contained within 44 Pa. Code, Chapters 401 – 405;

WHEREAS, the Williams Township Board of Supervisors desire to revise Ordinance 2004-2 to be in compliance with the Pennsylvania Department of Labor revisions;
NOW THEREFORE, it is hereby enacted and ordained as follows:

SECTION 1.    

Paragraph 2 of Ordinance No. 2004-2 is hereby revised and amended as follows:  
II.  The Uniform Construction Code, contained within 44 Pa. Code, Chapters 401-405, as amended from time to time, is hereby adopted and incorporated herein by reference as the Williams Township Building Code.  [See 34 Pa. Code Section 401.1 definitions:  “uniform construction code – this chapter, the International Building Code First Printing 2006 and the International Residential Code for 1-2 Family Dwellings First Printing 2006, available from the International Code Council, Inc. 4051 West Flossmoor Road, Country Club Hills, Illinois  60478-5795, 1-800-786-4452; and any standards adopted by the Pennsylvania Department of Labor and Industry in this Chapter under Section 301 of the Act (35 P.S. Section 7210.301.”]

All Ordinances or Resolutions or parts thereof inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.  

This Ordinance Amendment shall be effective December 31, 2006.
