Williams Township Board of Supervisors

January 11, 2005

The regular monthly meeting of the Williams Township Board of Supervisors, 655 Cider Press Road, Easton, PA 18042 was held on the above date and called to order at 7:00PM by Chairman John Cusick. John led the audience in the pledge to the flag. Others present were Supervisors Robert Doerr and Robert Helm, Township Solicitor Brian Monahan, Township Engineer David Harte, Township Manager Deborah Patterson, and Township Secretary Dawn Barket. Zoning Officer Richard Adams not present. 
John noted that Dawn made changes to Resolution numbers passed. Kostick’s Lot Line adjustment changed from 2004-25 to 2004-27 and School House Planning Module changed from 2004-26 to 2004-28. John asked for a motion to approve previous minutes from the meetings on December 14, December 30, 2004 and January 3, 2005. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

Debbie presented the expenses for the month of January 2005. John asked for a motion to approve expenses for General Fund $72,963.92, Subdivision Expenses $1,389.50, Sewage Expenses $1,150.00, and Driveway Escrow release $395.00. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

Manager's Report 


Debbie recommended the township include our part-time workers in the 3% wage increase for the year. John asked for a motion to raise John Paolini to $14.07/hr and Timothy Frankenfield and Jeffrey Frey to $11.85/hr. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.

Debbie stated she has a meeting with MCA Technologies to discuss the Municipal light bid on January 17.

Debbie stated Kevin Murray submitted a letter of resignation from the Recreation Board effective January 1, 2005. John asked for a motion to accept Kevin Murray’s letter of resignation. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0. It was decided to post the position on the Township website and bulletin board. 

Debbie stated she received a letter from Cheryl Siegfried concerning the lights for the fields stating she was in favor of the lights and feels this will help with scheduling. 

Debbie stated she received a call from Rodney Vanscavish about Raubsville Road. Penn-Dot went out and dug ditches along the road, but the ground is so saturated there is no where for the water to go.

Debbie stated the Kressman Road will be closed tomorrow near the bridge, they will be paving as long as weather permits.  
Road Master Report – Jim Whitehead gave report for January 2005.
Zoning Office Report – Dawn Barket gave Zoning report. 


Dawn stated in the Supervisor packets Rich had supplied a letter with Curative Amendment fees for their review.

John stated the next Zoning Hearing Board meeting for the Chrin Transfer Station will be January 26 at 7PM.
Planning Commission Report – Dawn Barket gave Planning Commission Report.

Recreation Board Report – No report.
Land Preservation Board Report – Debbie read report supplied by Jerry Steele. 
Engineer Report – 

1. Building Update – Dave stated that we are about 99% complete. Dave submitted a letter to the board with how he would like to handle the remainder of the releases. John asked for a motion to approve an amount of $86,700.00 for Debbie and Dave Harte to work with contractors for final releases. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

2. Morgan Hill Surety Bond – Traffic Signalization – Dave stated that their work is complete. Their bond expires today. Morgan Hill also posted a check in the amount of $4,500.00 as part of the cash requirement that needs to be returned. Debbie stated we need to contact someone to do the required maintenance on the light. John asked for a motion to release the maintenance surety bond for the traffic signalization light at Morgan Hill and Cedarville Roads in the amount of $4,500.00. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

Dave handed out draft ordinance for sink holes and grading for the Supervisors to review.
