Williams Township Board of Supervisors

April 12, 2005

The regular monthly meeting of the Williams Township Board of Supervisors, 655 Cider Press Road, Easton, PA 18042 was held on the above date and called to order at 7:00PM by Chairman John Cusick. John led the audience in the pledge to the flag. Others present were Supervisors Robert Doerr and Robert Helm, Township Solicitor Brian Monahan, Township Engineer David Harte, Township Manager Deborah Patterson, Zoning Officer Richard Adams, and Township Secretary Dawn Barket. 

John asked for a motion to approve previous minutes from the March 8, 2005 meeting. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.

John announced the next Curative Amendment meeting will be April 13, 2005.

Debbie presented the expenses for the month and Treasurer’s report for February. John asked for a motion to approve expenses for General Fund $353,645.67, Subdivision Expenses $2,748.50, Sewage Expenses $750.00, and Driveway Escrow release $3,500.00. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0. John asked for a motion to approve Treasurer’s Report for February 2005. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
Manager's Report

Debbie stated that she received 3 applications for summer employment. Debbie gave recommendations. John asked for a motion to approve Deyna Ackerman, James Kluge and Brad Nicholas at a rate of $10.00/hour not to include benefits or holiday pay. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.

Debbie thanked the public works, fire departments, and Rich Adams for their help with the flood cleanup.
Debbie stated they are still reviewing the zoning fees and should have something for the next meeting. 

Debbie stated she is working on getting an audio system for the meeting room and on improving the fuel tank system at the Public Works Facility and should have something at the next meeting to review.

The road paving and material bids will be ready to award at the May meeting.

Debbie stated that the employee hand book should be ready for the May meeting.

Debbie stated she received a resignation letter from Arlene Koch from the Land Preservation Board. John asked for a motion to accept the resignation from Arlene Koch from the Land Preservation Board. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

Debbie finished giving her report.
Road Superintendent Report – James Whitehead gave the report for March 2005. Jim stated he also received three quotes on a 22’ Landscape Trailer. Cotner Trailer $7,148.50, Chestnut Hill $7,139.25, and Hill Top Sales $10,695.00. Jim recommended Cotner. John asked for a motion to approve the purchase of a 22’ Landscape Trailer from Cotner Trailer in the amount of $7,148.50. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
Jim received bids on road sweeping; ABE 79.00/hr + 49.00day for water, Martin Power Sweeping at 90.00/hr, and East Penn returned no quote. Jim recommended ABE doing the work on April 25 thru May 2, 2005. John asked for a motion to approve ABE at 79.00/hr + 49.00/day for water. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
Jim received quotes on yellow line painting the roads. A1 $.05/lf, Abby $.10/lf, and Reliable $.12/lf. Jim recommended A1. John asked for a motion to approve A1 in the amount of $.05/lf. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0. 
Jim received quotes on white line painting for the edge of Coffeetown Road at a cost of $.03/lf from A1. John asked for a motion to approve A1 in the amount of $.03/lf. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.

White Goods pickup will be May 16-20, 2005.

Zoning Office Report – Richard Adams gave the report for March 2005. Rich announced up coming meetings.
Draft Article XV was moved under Zoning from new business on the agenda. Sara Pandl gave overview of the changes being proposed. John asked for a motion to forward the Draft Article XV to Lehigh Valley Planning Commission and Williams Township Planning Commission for their recommendation and comments. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.
Planning Commission Report – Sally gave report for March 2005. Recommended for approval;

Pfister Minor Subdivision – Donald Lynch gave overview of the subdivision. The Resolution recreation fees were misprinted and have been changed to $2000.00. John asked for a motion to approve Resolution 2005-4 Pfister minor subdivision. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

Thompson Minor Subdivision – Peter Thompson was present and gave overview of project. Resolution recreation fees were changed to $2000.00 and road improvement fees were removed. John asked for a motion to approve Resolution 2005-5 Thompson Minor Subdivision. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

Recreation Board Report – Ray gave report for April 2005. Ray read the light policy the Recreation Board proposed to the supervisors. There were audience comments given. John asked for a motion to adopt the Recreation Board policy for lights. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
Land Preservation Board Report – Jerry Steele gave the report for March 2005. Jerry stated that Arlene Koch has resigned from her position on the Land Preservation. It is the Land Preservation Board’s recommendation to fill the vacant position with Alan Kirby with the term to finish December 2008. John asked for a motion to appoint Alan Kirby to the Land Preservation Board until December 2008. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.
John asked for a motion to direct the solicitor to draft a resolution for purpose of detailing the procedures and establishing the price for negotiations and appraisals on open space. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

Engineer Report 
1. Hunters Hollow phase I & II – Dave did inspection of the sites and forwarded a letter to Ashley Development with outstanding items.

NRCS was moved from new business under the agenda – Dave stated we were offered jobs to do on Fry’s Run and Royal Manor Road stream bed repairs with funding coming from NRCS and DEP. Dave stated he would like to have a pre bid meeting and invite contractors that do this kind of work.  Supervisor Helm stated that he is concerned about maintaining the work for 10 years after the work is done. Brian stated that the township tried to meet with the property owners but for reasons they could not. Brian stated that the township needs to meet with the landowners to received easements for the work to be done on their property. There were comments made from the audience with what they would like to see happen. Dave Harte stated the township will hold a prebid meeting and invite contractors. Residents that will be affected are welcome to attend the meeting. Mrs. Heindel stated that the proper name is Fry’s Run not Frya Run when you search the historical files. John asked for a motion to authorize Dave Harte to obtain bids for the NRCS Fry’s Run and Royal Manor stream bed repairs. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

John asked about the Canal Road culvert. Dave stated the he has sent the letter to DCNR after the collapse. Dave received a letter back stating that they are not responsible for that. Brian stated he would like to try to meet with Senator Wonderling and Robert Freeman and ask them for help. Debbie stated she would contact Lisa at Wonderlings office to see what she can do.
Correspondence

John stated the board received a letter from Michael Lowe announcing his resignation from the summer recreation.
Old Business 

1. Ruff Hall Builders – Rich stated he believes Mr. Ruff is not going to need a waiver and will not have to be in front of the board. No one present, no action taken.
2. Rettew Associates Public Works Facility – The board reviewed the two options they received from Rettew. The board would like to look at a possible less costly way to do the Public Works Facility. John asked for a motion to direct Harte Engineering to develop a proposal for the Public Works Facility for the next meeting.  Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.
3. Richard Lutz – Mr. Lutz gave an update of what has gone on since he last appeared in front of the board because of the stormwater discharge from Morgan Hill Golf Course. Mr. Lutz supplied an analysis of stormwater runoff impact done by Cahill Associates. Mr. Lutz sent Morgan Hill a copy of the analysis, but has not heard anything back. The board asked some questions with concerns they have about the stormwater discharge. Mr. Lutz is asking for support from the township to have Morgan Hill take this problem serious and do something to fix it. John recommended having Morgan Hill send a written response to Mr. Lutz stormwater analysis and have Morgan Hill attend the supervisors meeting. Debbie stated she would send a letter with a thirty day response deadline. 
New Business 
1. Penn Foam Bids – John read the three bids received. Brian stated he has reviewed the bids and recommends rejecting all bids received.  The highest bidder Moshe Bernstein. The bid requested Cashiers check or Certified check the township received postal money order checks some were not even filled out. Gary Bouc put on the bidders name line Gary Bouc and/or nominees, then on the signature line it is just signed by G~. The township needs to know what and/or nominees means. The other problem is on the bid packet about five points down concerning easements. There was a change to zoning Ordinance (2005-2) which now changes the plot plan Dave Harte had done. John asked for a motion to reject all bids for the Penn Foam property. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0. John asked for a motion to re bid the Penn Foam property with the new specifications made to the bid. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
2. Roger Wolfe 30 Acre Parcel Agriculture Easement/Open Space – Jerry Steele gave an overview of the project. Brian stated that the Township Engineer should conduct a survey. John asked for a motion to have a survey of Roger Wolfe’s 30 Acre Parcel for possible agriculture Easement. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.

3. Declaration of State of Emergency Resolution – John asked for a motion to adopt Resolution 2005-6 Declaration of State of Emergency for a weather event ending April 3, 2005. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.

Jack Armstrong – Commented on an article in the paper about supervisors that have health insurance. 

Fred Mebus – Commented on the Altronics alarm system the township is having installed.  
John asked for a motion to adjourn. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
