Williams Township Board of Supervisors
Special Meeting 
November 1, 2005

A special meeting of the Williams Township Board of Supervisors, 655 Cider Press Road, Easton, PA 18042 was held on the above date and called to order at 4:35 PM by Chairman John Cusick. John led the audience in the pledge to the flag. Others present were Supervisors Robert Doerr and Robert Helm, Township Solicitor Brian Monahan, Township Manager Deborah Patterson, Public Works Director Michael Strawn, and Township Secretary, Jennifer Freidl.  Zoning Officer Richard Adams, and Township Engineer David Harte were absent.

The first business issue that was discussed was passing of Resolution 2005-24, Resolution Reducing Sewer Billings to Residential Public Sewer Customers within the Pine Valley Terrace Section of the Morgan Hill Major Subdivision Due to Unforeseen and Extraordinary Circumstances.  It was discussed that this Resolution would reduce the sewer bills for 11 residents who reside on Pine Valley Terrace.  John asked for motion to approve Resolution 2005-24, Resolution Reducing Sewer Billings to Residential Public Sewer Customers within the Pine Valley Terrace Section of the Morgan Hill Major Subdivision Due to Unforeseen and Extraordinary Circumstances.  Doerr made motion, second by Helm, carried 3-0. 

The second business issue that was discussed was the passing of Resolution 2005-25, Resolution Requiring the Installation of Water Diversion Meters in Residential and Commercial Buildings within the Northern Williams Township Public Sewage Service District Served by Public Water and Public Sewer.  It was stated that water diversion meters should be installed within all single family residential dwellings, and commercial buildings served by public sewer and public water within the Northern Williams Township Public Sewage Service District.  Brian stated that a permit must be obtained prior to the installation of the water diversion meter by the landowner from the Township Zoning Officer, Richard Adams, upon payment of a fee of Fifty ($50.00) dollars.  Brian also stated that the cost of the water diversion meter, installation and maintenance will be placed on the landowner.  Employees of the Township will read the meters on a quarterly basis.  John asked for motion to approve Resolution 2005-25, Resolution Requiring the Installation of Water Diversion Meters in Residential and Commercial Buildings within the Northern Williams Township Public Sewage Service District Served by Public Water and Public Sewer.  Helm made motion, second by Doerr, carried 3-0.   
The third business issue that arose was the pending Curative Amendment litigation regarding the NPDES Permit issued Chrin.  John asked for motion directing Robert Sugarman, Esquire, to cease and desist from this litigation and not be compensated or remunerated.  Helm made motion, Doerr objected, carried 2-1.  At this point, Doerr made motion to go into Executive Session to discuss this matter, second by Helm, Cusick objected, carried 2-1.  After Executive Session ended, Doerr asked for motion to retract the previous motion by Cusick with the understanding to proceed and gather more information on the topic before any decisions are made.  There was not a second, motion denied.
