1. Resolution 2005-32 – A Resolution of the Board of Supervisors Vacating Resolution 2005-30.
The Township enacted Resolution 2005-30 which provided for the sale of sewage treatment capacity to Run Hard, LLC, t/a Easton Honda Power Sports in the amount of 4,000 gallons per day.  However, the land development plan related tot eh sale of said treatment capacity has been abandoned, and the purpose of the sale is no longer valid.  Therefore, Resolution  2005-30 is rescinded, vacated, and declared null and void without any affect.   John asked for motion to approve Resolution 2005-32, a Resolution of the Board of Supervisors Vacating Resolution 2005-30.  Bob Doerr made motion, second by Bob Helm, carried 3-0. 

2. Final Approval of the 2006 Budget

No more updates or changes were need to the 2006 Budget.  There was no public

comment on the budget.  John asked for motion to approve the 2006 Budget.  Bob Doerr made motion, second by Bob Helm, carried 3-0.

1. Exoneration List Approval
