Year End Meeting

December 30, 2004

The meeting of the Williams Township Board of Supervisors, 655 Cider Press Road, Easton, PA 18042 was held on the above date and called to order at 11:00AM by Chairman John Cusick. John led the audience in the pledge to the flag. Others present were Supervisors Robert Doerr and Robert Helm, Township Solicitor Brian Monahan, Township Engineer David Harte, Township Manager Deborah Patterson, and Township Secretary Dawn Barket.  Zoning Officer Richard Adams not present. 

John stated he wanted to start out by welcoming everyone to our new facility. Thanking the tax payers, Dave Harte, and Debbie Patterson for all there work in making this happen. 


Debbie gave general fund expenses for approval in the amount of $49,616.50. John asked for a motion to approve general fund expenses in the amount of $49,616.50 and close the books for 2004. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
Old Business
1. Public Sewer Ordinance – John asked for a motion to adopt Ordinance 2004-15 Public Sewer Rate Ordinance. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0.
2. Budget Approval – John stated we have made some minor adjustments. The position for Judy Abert we made a separate line item. John stated that at the last meeting we set aside money for the Koch property. John stated he would rather increase the 2005 budget to $200,000.00 and unfreeze the money in the 2004 budget. John asked for a motion to unfreeze $137,000.00 for the property grant match. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0. Debbie wanted to point out that there was no tax increase, this has been about nine years in a row. John stated at the last meeting we talked about the EMS tax (old OPT tax). The tax will remain $10.00. Paul Kichline stated we removed the Per Capita that was $5.00 that we called a nuisance tax. How about removing the EMS tax.  John stated that maybe something to consider. John asked for any other comments. Debbie stated that she would like the board to reconsider her salary. Debbie stated only raising it 3% does not even meet what the manager was getting 3 years ago. John stated he does realize Debbie is doing two jobs, the manager and treasurer. And he feels it should be raised to $47,500.00. That would be about a 9% raise. Bob Doerr stated that he does not have a problem with that. Bob Doerr feels that this is something that should have been discussed earlier. Bob also stated that Rich also asked for a 4% raise and we never discussed that. Discussion between the Board on salaries began and a decision was made to go into Executive Session. 

John asked for a motion to move into Executive Session to discuss salaries. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0. 


John stated an Executive Session has taken place. John asked for a motion to make two changes to the 2005, a motion to increase the line item for the manager’s salary to $47,500.00 and Zoning Officer’s salary to $42,000.00. Doerr made motion second by Helm, carried 3-0. Dawn asked if her salary would remain at 3%. Debbie stated that would come up at the January 3, 2005 meeting. John asked for a motion to adopt the 2005 Budget. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
New Business
1. Alternate Auditor Resolution – John asked for a motion to appoint Robert Davidson and Associates of Abbott, Davidson, Weiss & Company, LLC to audit the accounts of the Township for fiscal year 2004 Resolution 2004-26. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
2. Municipal Park Lights – Ray Abert has been working on getting estimates on lighting for the Municipal Park. He presented the Board with copies of what he received. There was discussion among the Board and Ray. John asked for a motion to bid the light project for the baseball and little league fields at the Municipal Park. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
Debbie stated she has spoken to Roger Connors about the Penn Foam Property. He feels it is going to be a tough property to market, especially because we are not using a realtor.  John asked Debbie to send out some letters to local businesses in that area to let them know that we are going to put the property out to bid. 

John stated that at the end of the year David Hagenbuch is no longer going to be the Fire Chief.  John stated that he has an enormous amount of respect for the time and effort and caring that he had for his job. John wanted to thank him for his dedication. The board asked that Debbie or Dawn get a certificate to thank Dave.

John asked for a motion to adjourn. Helm made motion second by Doerr, carried 3-0.
