Williams Township Board of Supervisors

April 11, 2007

The monthly meeting of the Williams Township Board of Supervisors, 655 Cider Press Road, Easton, PA 18042 was held on the above date and called to order at 7:00 PM by Chairperson Sally Hixson.  Sally led the audience in the pledge to the flag.  Others present were Supervisor Fred Mebus, Township Solicitor Brian Monahan, Township Engineer David Harte, Township Manager Deborah Patterson, Township Public Works Director Michael Strawn, Zoning Officer Richard Adams and Township Secretary Melody Ashmore.  Supervisor Robert Doerr was absent. 

Sally Hixson called the meeting to order.

Sally announced executive sessions were held April 2, 2007 and April 11, 2007 for the purpose of pending legal issues.
Sally asked if there were any corrections to the minutes.  Being none, Fred made a motion to approve minutes from March 14, 2007, second by Sally, carried 2-0.

Treasurers Report – 
Debbie presented the Treasurer reports dated January, 2007 and February, 2007 before the Board for approval.  Sally asked for a motion to approve the Treasurers reports for January and February.  Fred made the motion to approve the Treasurer reports as presented, second by Sally, carried 2-0.  
Expenses – Debbie Patterson read before the Board for approval the following expenses:  General Fund Expenses $133,445.49, (that includes all the bills from the last supervisors meeting up to tonight) Sewer expenses $14,252.53, Subdivision Expenses $12,565.05 and Sewage Expenses $1,380.00. Sally asked for motion to approve payment of the bills. A motion was made by Fred, second by Sally, carried 2-0.   

Sally asked that there be a change to the agenda to hear Williams Township Emergency Squad first, since the members that are in attendance are on call.  Sally asked Debbie to read the Resolution.
Debbie stated first she felt she should read a letter to cease operations on June 30, 2007 which was received in the office on April 2, 2007.  Debbie also stated that Brian Monahan has put together a Resolution Designating Easton Emergency Squad, Inc. Primary Provider for Emergency Medical Services.  The Resolution designating Easton Emergency Squad, Inc. was read by Debbie and was also stated that it was published in the Allentown paper as well as the Easton Express.  It states that the Williams Township Emergency Squad, Inc. intends to merge with Easton Emergency Squad, Inc. at 12:00 p.m. on June 30, 2007.  The transition period necessary and incident to the merger will commence on or about May 6, 2007 without the interruption of any service to the Williams Township residents.  The Williams Township Emergency Squad, Inc. informed the Board of Supervisors that effective July 1, 2007 all insurance will be provided by Easton Emergency Squad, Inc.  

Fred commented that the emergency squad has been in business a long time and it is the end of an era, unfortunately from what you read in all the papers it is a common problem within the State.  With the amount of training it is hard to maintain members.

Leo McGrogan commented that the service to the township residents will be the same, it will be transparent.  Subscription will just transfer to the Easton Emergency Squad like it was always done.  
Fred commented to Leo McGrogan that a good portion of the day crews have been Easton Emergency Squad members.  Leo stated that some of them have been, it’s just getting to the point where you can’t keep up with it and still provide service.  So you really have to look at going to a 24-7 paid staff and standing alone we just do not generate enough calls in a year to make that financially possible.  So this is the best alternative we can do and still keep the level of service that you have now.  

Lynn Eisenfeld commented as to where will the ambulances be stored.  Leo McGrogan stated that the ambulances will stay where they are.  Easton’s personnel will be in our station just like there is now during the day.  Sally stated that everything still needs to be formalized.

Sally commented that we appreciate all the squad’s efforts and we appreciate your concerns for making the transition a smooth one.

Sally asked for the Resolution number and Melody Ashmore stated the Resolution number is 2007-6.

Sally asked for motion to approve designating Easton Emergency Squad, Inc. Primary Provider for Emergency Medical Services.  A motion was made by Fred, second by Sally, carried 2-0.   

Manager’s Report -  Debbie Patterson read the Manager’s report   

Public Works:

Debbie stated that she has another proposal from Gary Trigiani, of Beacon Safety for two (2) programs for Personal Protective Equipment and Energy Isolation at a combined cost of $1,000.00.  Fred commented as to whether we have any certification that this gentleman is qualified to provide this service to us.   Debbie stated that we do.  A motion was made by Fred, second by Sally, carried 2-0.
Personnel:

Debbie recommended that on behalf of Mike Strawn and herself, that Dana Ackerman, 200 Kiefer Street, Easton, PA,  James Kluge, 1005 Cedarville Road, Easton, PA and Brad Nicholas, 390 Royal Manor Road, Easton, PA, be considered for hire for the summer Public Works Department.  It was also stated their rate in 2006 was $10.50 an hour and recommended that it be increased by .50 cents an hour or $11.00 an hour for each of them.  Sally asked for a motion for summer help hiring for the Public Works,  Dana Ackerman, James Kluge and Brad Nicholas and to raise their pay to $11.00 an hour. Fred made a motion, second by Sally, carried 2-0.
Correspondence:

Debbie reported that the elected auditors of Williams Township audited the books for the Williams Township Fire Company, the Williams Township Emergency Squad and the Williams Township Athletic Association.  The Auditors found everything to be in order and well organized.  The Township Elected Auditors audited the records since the township gives each of these organizations money from our general fund each year.  Sally thanked the organizations for doing a good job and also thanked the organizations. She also commented that tax money does go to these organizations and we asked our auditors to look over everything.  They were very impressed by the record keeping and just want to thank the organizations for providing and doing such a good job with their auditing.
Fred made a point that one of the requirements of the second class township code that the township operates under requires any organizations receiving public monies shall be audited.  
Other Business:

Debbie reported that one of our previous employees has been out of work since 2002 with back injuries with a Workers Compensation Claim.  Debbie stated that the suit has been settled in the amount of $90,000.00 to Mr. William McAuliffe for all future Worker’s Compensation wage loss benefits.  His attorney’s fee will be deducted in the amount of 20% of the total award or $18,000, resulting in a net sum of $72,000.00.  The purpose of determining a set off for Social Security Benefits, Mr. McAuliffe’s monthly benefits shall equate to $184.61 per month which is based on his age and the number of years he would have to work which were 32.6 years or 390 months.  
On a separate note, Debbie has received several complaints from the Morgan Hill Golf Course Community regarding trash along Morgan Hill Road.  It was stated that Morgan Hill is a State Road and is the responsibility of PennDot.  It was also stated that there is a program through the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation called Adopt-A-Highway in which residents can donate their time to provide services to clean up along the roadways of Williams Township.  Brian Leverington of Chrin Landfill is working with the Boy Scouts to become part of the Adopt-A-Highway Program and will also provide traffic control when the Scouts are out along the roadways cleaning up.  Debbie also stated that there are fines for people who throw their garbage along the roadways and that it is a good idea to get the license plate number and call the State Police.

Matt Powers commented that on April 21, 2007 is the Great PA Cleanup Day at 1:30 p.m.  It will start at Fry’s Run Park on the corner of 611 and Royal Manor Road.

Debbie commented that James Healy, Boy Scout, is requesting to install a flagpole to the left of the memorial stone at the Raubsville field for his Eagle Scout Project.  He has since met all the requirements to do that project and today he delivered the signature page of all necessary signatures.  Sally stated that the main thing was to get all the signatures, you went to the recreation board and you have all the signatures, I think we need to approve some monies.  Debbie stated that she does not have a bottom line dollar amount as Mr. Healy is still making phone calls to get donations.  Debbie also stated that the amount is still low enough for her to approve.  Sally thanked Mr. Healy.
Debbie brought to everyone’s attention a complaint that we received via phone call from Jerry Kardos regarding the traffic at the intersection of Raubsville Road, Steely Hill Road and Wassergass Road.  He has already contacted the State Police and they advised that he contact the Williams Township Supervisors regarding this issue.  It was suggested by Debbie Patterson that Mike Strawn and Dave Harte go and take a look at that intersection and get back to the board for the next meeting.  

Steve Ruoff commented that he travels this road daily on his way to work and that it is just a nightmare.  It is very difficult to figure out where to stop to be able to make that left.
Dave Harte commented that if PennDot makes a four (4) way stop, everybody would have to stop.  The problem is cresting over the hill and seeing a stop sign there that you are not accustomed to and it would have to be something with a flashing light.  Sally suggested that she would look over everything to see what can be done, and would certainly be willing to do a signage.
Debbie also read a letter from Elmer Kocher regarding the potential danger on Durham Road and the Bucks County Line.  He states that occupants from a horse farm are not looking carefully when pulling out of the driveway causing a near collision.  It was suggested that Mike Strawn or even Rich Adams look into this situation.  Dave Harte commented that it is a State Road so there should be a PennDot permit, what he would suggest is that Mike contact Jim Potter of PennDot and ask him to research whether or not there is a valid PennDot permit there.  PennDot might be able to do something with site distance relative to the driveway and enforce their recollections.
Debbie also advised everyone that there will be another Veterans Memorial meeting on Saturday, April 14, 2007 at the Township building.

Public Works Report – Mike read his report for March 14, 2007 to April 11, 2007.
Ron Heinrich made a comment about whether Mike was done with the project at Diehl Road and Berger Road.  Mike Strawn commented that they are done as far as blocking the road, but they need to patch but it is too cold for black top.  
Zoning Office Report – Rich read his report for the month of March, 2007.   
Williams Township, 1 SFH Building permit issued; 1 SFH building permit issued for 2007 and 2 SFH Certificate of Use and Occupancy issued.

33 Burning Permits issued; 356 Inquiries; 0 Complaints; 63 Inspections and 2 meetings.

Rich stated that the next Zoning Hearing Board meeting will be on May 2, 2007 at 7:00pm.  The following will be heard:

Planning Commission Report – Peter Thompson read the report in Terry Lee’s absence.  

The Planning Commission moved to deny the following applications effective only in the event that applicants failed to grant the Township additional time for review:
1. Smith-Amato Land Development Plan, Morgan Hill Road at Belmont.  Subsequently this applicant provided written extension to on or before July 30, 2007 to review the application. 

Old Business:

1.
Thomas Seifert and Helen Seifert – 2 Lot Minor Subdivision, 325 Buttermilk Road.  No action was taken.                                 
2. Kenneth Sun and Jean Ardo Sun Lot Line Adjustment Plan, 14.96 Acres, Moyers Lane. No action was taken and this matter will be placed on the next agenda.  Subsequently, the Applicant appeared and extended the time deadline for review through May 31, 2007.

3. Placido Calantoni and Maria Calantoni Preliminary Major Subdivision Plan, 20.83 Acres, 288 Browns Drive. No action taken and this matter will be placed on the agenda for the next meeting.
New Business:

1. Ameriserve, Inc. Land Development Plan, Hilton Street, planning commission moved to table the application until items were addressed by applicant.

2. Michael Moss/Ellen Chapman Lot Line Adjustment Plan (Hilton Street Flex Building) Hilton Street.  This application is in its preliminary stages and no action was taken and the matter will be placed on next months agenda.

3. Smooth-On, Inc. Land Development Plan, 2000 Saint John Street.  No action was taken and this matter will be placed on next months agenda for further review.

Land Preservation Board Report – Jeff McGuire read the minutes for the March 19, 2007 Land Preservation Board Meeting.  
Sally commented that Ron Angle is having a follow-up meeting April 18, 2007 commencing at 7:00 p.m. at the Northampton County Courthouse, 669 Washington Street, Easton Pa, third floor meeting room, Room 307.  The discussion at the meeting will be how funds from Northampton County and those generated through your municipality’s dedicated open space earned income tax could both be used to maximize open space preservation efforts in your municipality and throughout the County.  They will also discuss how to float municipal bonds and raise millions in additional funding for the open space preservation effort.

Sally commented that the appraisal by April Green was very clear and easy to read.

Recreation Board Report – Ray Abert read the report for the April 5, 2007 meeting.  Ray stated the Mr. Bannis, Wilson High School softball coach asked to use the small field for May 11, 2007.  It is their last home game and he wanted to play under the lights and have a special senior night.  Ray also stated that Mr. Bannis would like to hold a softball clinic in June and Ray did not think he needed to get approval from the board regarding this issue.  

Ray told the board that the summer recreation program will be June 18, 2007 through July 27, 2007.  Ray recommended that the following people be hired for the summer recreation program:  Bob Frankenfield, Director, at $420.80 week; Kristen Miller, Assistant Director, at $9.69 an hour, Sherri Keiter, Matt Harper, Joshua Ruoff and Alicia Kanusky, Counselors, at  $8.61 an hour and Bridget Cimino and Andrew Kanusky, Alternates at $8.36 an hour.  It was asked as to how many applications we received for the summer recreation program and it was stated by Debbie that we received 13.  A motion was made by Fred to hire the people that were mentioned at the stated rates for the summer recreation program, second by Sally, 
carried 2-0.  

Approval was asked for annual maintenance for the Williams Township baseball/softball fields.  Chris Mease cut all infields edges; machine rack infields, hand rack in fields and drag teener park field and Raubsville fields – all 6 fields, 2 Raubsville fields and 2 school fields and 2 Municipal Park fields at a cost of $2,000.00.  Fred made a motion to pay Chris Mease $2,000.00 for the maintenance of the six (6) fields that Ray just mentioned, second by Sally, carried 2-0.
Engineer Report 
1.
Country Classics at Morgan Hill – Dave Harte turned the issue of Country Classics at Morgan Hill over to Brian Monahan for comment.  Brian commented that as he understands it and the 
supervisors have just been alerted to a Quiet Title Action that relates to Moyers Lane.  It is Brian’s understanding that there are several issues which affect infrastructure and items of the Morgan Hill property that would prevent the Board tonight from taking action in this matter.  The Board does however wish to meet with the Morgan Hill folks and discuss the potential legal issues and the actual legal issues involving the litigation.  Brian’s belief is that the Board would not like to take action tonight.  Sally commented that that is correct.  Fred commented that it has been very recently that we have been brought into the loop about Moyers Lane and it also affects Morgan Hill Golf because of culvert run off issues on the property.  Brian asked that Debbie schedule a meeting with Krista Harper, Esq. and certainly a representative of the golf course on this issue as soon as possible.  Sally asked Fred to make a motion to authorize Brian to intervene on the Quiet Title Action involving Moyers Lane.  Fred commented that we should do that and it is within the township’s interest to see that there is a resolution to the issue that does not encumber the township.  Fred made a motion, second by Sally, carried 2-0.

Josh Weinstein commented that from his point when these other issues are solved, there will still be the issues.  Sally advised that we will take everything in consideration.  Dave Harte commented that in regards to that he has not received anything from their engineer and he is not aware that the township has received it.  Dave requested that many months ago.

2.
Chrin Landfill Inspection Report – Dave Harte read his monthly status report.
3.
Cider Press Road Guiderail – Dave read before the Board the estimate that was received from Chemung Supply Corporation regarding the replacement of the guiderails that are there now at Mr. Ruoff’s driveway.  There is a price of $2,875.00 and if we allow the contractor to take back the rail that is there, he would deduct $350.00.  If the Board issues this we would look to put this in order and work out the particulars with Mr. Ruoff if the Board is in compliance.  Sally commented as to whether or not they wanted to keep the galvanized rail.  Mike Strawn stated that they were going to originally but after looking at it they were all specially bent just for the section so there would be no use for them.  Mike stated that once we have the approval of the Supervisors he will meet with Mr. Ruoff.  Mr. Ruoff stated that this is just for the replacement of the rail not the posts.  Mike referred to a letter from the gentlemen that gave the bid that due to the fact of where the posts are located they can’t pull them out and guarantee putting the posts in the same holes or move them without the township signing off with a waiver for liability.  The bidder said that the posts can be painted.  Dave commented that this contractor reported to Mike that the guiderail was installed exactly the way he would have installed it being PennDot certified.  Dave also commented that all guiderails in Pennsylvania when doing an installation you are held to the PennDot standard.  Fred made a motion to approve the bid from Chemung Supply Corporation of April 6, 2007 for $2,875 minus $350.00 for a total amount of  $2,525.00, second Sally, carried 2-0.
4.
DRJTB Signals at I-78-Dave commented that the lane alignment modification reviewing permanent TNT/ Moss changes to be done.  Dave has requested a meeting with them.  This is as a result of PennDot’s issues and reviewing their permit’s applications for the changes at the intersection of Cedarville Road, Industrial Drive and Morgan Hill Road.  As a result of the permit they issued changes to Cedar Park as a result to the permit application that they are reviewing for the Moss tract project and for the TNT Fireworks facility.  Dave stated that it has to be completed by the end of the calendar year.  Fred expressed concern as to whether or not it is going to happen.  
5.
Hilton Street Flex Building – Dave Harte stated The County Conservation District tries to go out and observe construction sites on a monthly basis for all sites of Northampton County.  They are obligated to go out and review the construction sites.  When they go out if there is anything at all 
that they find that is out of sequence with the permit that they have issued, they typically write up and enforce those by the township of those issues.  They ask that the contractor correct those items in a very timely fashion, usually ten (10) days.  Then our inspectors stay on top of that to make sure that those items have been addressed and corrected.
Old Business
1. Easton Suburban Water Authority – updated agreement for nonpayment of sewer bills.  Fred commented that they will have to live with the fact that they may have to pay Easton Suburban Water Authority for water that they never supplied versus not being able to turn off water to people that have not paid their sewer bills.  We’re better off to turn off the water to collect unpaid sewer bills.  Fred made a motion to sign an agreement with Easton Suburban Water Authority, second by Sally, carried 2-0.  Debbie stated that there is another agreement from Easton Suburban Water as well saying that we pay 35 cents for them to provide water meter reading for our sewer billing.  Debbie also stated that she needs the Boards approval for the agreement between Williams Township and the Easton Suburban Water Authority.  Sally asked if that was a yearly thing and Debbie stated yes, that we have been currently doing it without a contract.  Fred made a motion for the agreement for the payment to Easton Suburban Water for reading the meters at a cost of 35 cents per meter, second by Sally, carried 2-0.
2. Williams Township Watershed Act 167 – Stormwater Management Ordinance – 2007-6.  Dave Harte turned this issue over to Brian Monahan.   Brian Monahan stated that this is a public hearing related to the adoption of the Stormwater Ordinance.  The Pennsylvania Stormwater Act in the Commonwealth requires that the municipalities regulate stormwater runoff.  The Lehigh Valley Planning Commission prepared a proposed Ordinance for adoption.  It would supersede our current Ordinance and is more regulatory it requires more steps than the previous Ordinance.  Brian stated this hearing was publicly advertised.  We are mandated to pass this Ordinance.  Fred asked Brian if the whole township was within the Frys Run Watershed.  Brian stated that almost the entire township except for that portion that runs off into Bucks County and the County Line Road area and that portion that runs off into a creek that ends up into the Lehigh River on the Lower Saucon side western side of the township.  Those are two different watersheds as mapped by the Lehigh Valley Planning Commission.  Fred made a motion to approve Williams Township Watershed Act 167 – Stormwater Management Ordinance, second Sally, carried 2-0.
3. Public Works Facility Bid Results – Debbie read the Public Works Bid.  Debbie informed the audience that there were eight (8) bidders for the Public Works Project.  The lowest all inclusive bidder was Uhrig Construction $3,282,500.00. The remaining bidders were KC Mechanical , $666,000.00, Wind Gap Electrical, $486,670.00, Ace Electrical, $361,800.00, Gateway Project Management, $3,478,569.00, E.F. Martzall, Inc., $3,721,500.00, Miller & Miller, $3,005,116.20 and Alfero Company, $2,463,151.00.  Sally commented that there were two other bidders that looked lower, but they did not include everything, so when you added the other bids in that it made them higher.  Debbie stated that Uhrig Construction, Gatway Project and E. F. Martzall were all inclusive bids.  Dave commented that the project was bid into four (4) separate contracts and Uhrig Construction had the lowest general construction bid at $2,371,900.00.  They also bid the plumbing contract the HVAC contract and the Electrical contract.  And they were the lowest responsible bidder on all those separate contracts as well.  Their total price is the apparent low bid when we do the analysis of all the bidders. Brian Monahan commented that the Ace Electrical bid, in addition to the 
reasons that they stated for not considering it, does not have an AIA document contractor’s qualification statement that is required by the bid and therefore, I believe that bid is not responsive and should be not considered.  Steve Ruoff asked the Board if the township has ever dealt with this apparent lowest bidder?  Brian stated that under the public bidding of the Commonwealth we are bound to accept the lowest bidder.  There is a list of projects attached to the bid, there are local sub-contractors who work for them, several of which even live in Williams Township.  Debbie Patterson also stated that we have been trying to get in touch with some of the companies that Uhrig has done projects for.  Fred made a motion to contract the Public Works building to Uhrig Construction total cost of  $3,282,500.00, second by Sally, carried 2-0.

4. Debbie read the Road Paving Bids.  Debbie Patterson stated that there were two (2) bids for the paving this year, Asphalt Paving Systems, Inc. , total cost of $162,720.00 and E.J. Breneman, L.P. total cost $216,00.00 for 72,000 square yards of 30 lb. double application type A microsurfacing.  Debbie asked that the board award the bid to Asphalt Paving Systems, Inc. with a bid of $162,720.00.  Fred made a motion to award the bid to Asphalt Systems, Inc. at a unit price of $2.26 per square yard, possible total of 72,000 square yards total project cost with that $162,720.00, second by Sally, carried 2-0.

5. Debbie read the Materials Bid and stated that there were four (4) bidders.  Eastern Industries, Highway Materials, Inc., ABE Materials and Hanson Aggregates, Inc.  (spread sheet attached)  We have been trying to contact Hanson Aggregates, they are located in Saylorsburg and it is not convenient for the township to travel to their facility.  Fred made a motion to accept bids of the name suppliers for the various materials that were just read off, second by Sally, carried 2-0. 
Brian also commented to reject Hanson as suppliers for not being responsive or responsible because of the distance from the township building.  Fred made a motion to reject Hanson for not being responsive or responsible because of the distance from the township building, second by Sally, carried 2-0.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Back Flow Prevention and Cross-Connection Control Program-Easton Suburban Water Authority –Debbie read a letter from Paul Corriere of the Easton Suburban Water Authority.  The letter states that it asks each municipality served by Easton Suburban Water Authority to approve and adopt the program by means of an Ordinance.  Debbie asked the board to direct Brian to draw up an Ordinance with regards to this and it has been put on the agenda for next month.  Fred made a motion to accept, second by Sally, carried 2-0.
Supervisors Remarks – 

Fred commented that he spoke to the Fire Chief and Dave Harte and the Assistant Chief.  Concerning drafting water from the Delaware River, I would like the board to direct Dave Harte, to survey along Canal Road with the intent to see if we can install pipe that would be accessible to the fire company to draft water from Canal Road through dry piping.  It would be a benefit to the fire company, they could have access to water and make it much safer for the fire company instead of sending people down to the edge of the river with a portable pump to pump water back up to Canal Road from the river.  Fred has checked out the lower parking lot that seems to have the least elevation above the river, down by the restroom building.  Sally asked for a motion for Dave Harte to survey the situation, second by Fred, carried 2-0.
Audience Comments – 
Brian Leverington of Chrin Landfill stated that trash pick up with scouts would be in the next two (2) to three (3) weeks.

Steve Ruoff made a comment relative to the new public works building.  He would like to know what is in place to protect ourselves with low bidders as their out to make money.  Is there a formal change order process the township has for employees to handle?  Dave Harte commented that Bob Toedter with respect to AIA standard specifics, change orders that are required in writing before anything is to be needed.  Everything is shop drawing approval required to the low purchase by the contractor.  Mike Strawn will be there everyday of the week.  There will be weekly meetings with the contractor.  Debbie Patterson commented that the change orders have to be approved by the Supervisors at a Supervisors meeting.
Steve Ruoff commented on accountability of the project?  Sally stated Bob Toedter has done all the drawings, is at top of list.  He will have meetings with the general contractor and whoever is involved.  Mike will be a part of this and if Mike feels he needs some information we have Dave Harte as our township engineer.

Steve Ruoff questioned if on a daily basis someone other than the contractor be there to know what is going on?  Dave Harte commented that township will not have full time personnel there.  The township, just like anyone else that builds in the township, will have to follow the state building code that we have in place so the third party inspector will be there for the building code standpoint every step of the way. Mike will be there, there will be weekly job meetings, and any time the contractor has questions, there will be spot inspections made.  If Mike sees something on a daily basis he will either call Bob Toedter or Dave Harte.  Debbie will be informed every step of the way.  Bob Toedter designed the building.  Fred stated that Base Engineering will be doing the third party inspection.
