A special meeting of the Williams Township Board of Supervisors, 655 Cider Press Road, Easton, PA 18042 was held on the above date and called to order at 9:00 AM by Chairperson Sally Hixson. Sally led the audience in the pledge to the flag. Others present were Supervisor Fred Mebus, Township Manager Deborah Patterson, Township Solicitor Brian Monahan, Township Engineer Dave Harte, Zoning Officer Richard Adams and Township Secretary Jenn Tripp. Supervisor, Robert Doerr arrived late. 
TOPIC OF DISCUSSION

Ordinance 2006-2 Cedar Park Pump Station No. 1 Sewer Service District, Public Sewer Rates Ordinance Amendment – This ordinance has been advertised and is ready for approval.  It will establish a sewer district for all of the residential and commercial sewer accounts, which lie South of Interstate 78 and East of Morgan Hill Road and South of Moyer Lane.  Sally asked for motion to approve Ordinance 2006-2.  Fred made motion, second by Sally, carried 2-0. 
Williams Township Fee Schedule - Rich said minor changes needed to be made.  He indicated that the changes are basically for use in the office.  The first change would be to require the address of each lot on Planning Commission submissions.  The next change would be that any unused escrow account balance will be refunded to the applicant upon written request within twelve months of the final meeting, review or hearing.  The third change would be under Section II – Zoning.  Rich said that all new building/zoning permit fees will be calculated on the fee schedule based on square footage.  The fourth change will be with regard to grading permits.  The fee for a grading permit is $500, which will include two site inspections.  If there are more site inspections required, they will be $50.00 each.  The fifth change adds information regarding a sewer lateral line and an explanation of the fees involved.  
OTHER BUSINESS

Grading Ordinance – Rich said he didn’t make any changes to the Ordinance yet. He stated that he wanted to talk with Brian and Dave with regard to these changes.  Rich said that we were going to change some of the wording and add construction activities. Dave stated that he wanted to tighten up the regulated activities and wanted clarification of the definition of vegetation, as well as removal of vegetation.  Sally thinks it is important to have a strict interpretation of vegetation.  Rich said he will come back with more information.  He said he will insert changes and then review it with the Board.  

Intersection of Belmont Street & Morgan Hill Road – Dave stated that Anderson and Anderson is before the Planning Commission.  Their driveway will be across from Sky King.  This driveway will require people to make a left hand turn out of the parking lot of Anderson and Anderson.  Dave was asked to come up with a letter for approval by the supervisors and for Debbie’s signature.  Dave indicated that it is PennDot’s decision with regard to the driveway permit.  Dave said he talked to PennDot about interconnection, he said somehow we need a lot of leverage to be put on the developers.   Sally asked for motion to have Debbie send out the letter.  Fred made motion, second by Sally, carried 2-0.

Sally asked for motion to adjourn.  Fred made motion, second by Bob, carried 3-0.
