Sally announced that executive session was held on August 17, 2006. 
TOPIC OF DISCUSSION

Resolution Repealing Desire Resolution Authorizing Electoral Debt Pursuant to the Local Government Debt Act, Title 53 Pa.C.S.A. Section 8001, et seq. – Resolution 2006-25.  Sally asked for motion to approve Resolution 2006-25 – Resolution Repealing Desire Resolution Authorizing Electoral Debt Pursuant to the Local Government Debt Act, Title 53 Pa.C.S.A. Section 8001, et seq.  Bob made motion, second by Fred, carried 3-0. 
OTHER BUSINESS

1. Debbie said that Northampton County Association of Township Supervisors will be holding their annual convention on October 6, 2006.  
2. Debbie said that she received a quote from Hagerty and Sons for the purchase of material to install a 20 foot high net screen at a cost of $2,459.00.  Sally asked for motion to approve the purchase of the net screen in the amount of $2,459.00 with Public Works performing the work.  Fred made motion, Second by Bob, carried 3-0.  

3. A truck will be sent to pick up about four to five tons of black rubber mulch from Playsafer in the amount of $2,530.00, which includes the curbing.     
4. Debbie said that she was contacted by Dave Hopkins, Director of Public Works in the City of Easton.  He called regarding a proposal the City received to do a Stormwater Review at a cost of $38,500.00.  Mr. Hopkins feels that the review that Hanover did in 2000 is outdated.  He is asking the Township to split the cost for the review, therefore leaving the Township to pay $19,000.00.     Sally said they are asking $19,000 for a study that we have no idea who will do it.  Brian asked if they were neutral.  Debbie is going to say to Dave Hopkins that she gets copies of those proposals and we would like to review them before a decision is made.  We want input on who is going to do the study.  
5. Sally brought up about the coaches of the fall sports.  She said that the Athletic Association  insurance agent has told them that people need to get all the clearances before they coach.  She said that our insurance agent has told us the same thing.  Apparently, there are some people who want to maneuver around that.  Debbie said that Sally is right.  For the kids sake, and for our own liability, Sally said. She said that if this is what the insurance agent said, this is what to do. Brian said you do what the insurance agent says.  Sally said the abuse check is the most important one.  Sally said all checks are to be done before the coaching season. Sally asked for motion to have Debbie contact Cheryl of the Athletic Association  to make sure the coaches have the necessary checks before the season begins.  Bob made motion, second by Fred, carried 3-0.

6. Bob stated that the last board hired Robert Sugarman as counsel for the Chrin matters.  Bob thinks that Attorney Sugarman should be brought into the Host Negotiations.  Bob said that Attorney Sugarman has served us well and has a long history in landfill negotiations.  Sally asked for motion to hire Robert Sugarman for involvement in the Host Negotiations with Chrin at a rate of $150.00 per hour.  Fred made motion, second by Bob, carried 3-0.  .
