Year End Meeting

December 20, 2010


A special meeting of the Williams Township Board of Supervisors, 655 Cider Press Road, Easton, PA 18042 was held on the above date and called to order at 6:00 P.M. by Chairperson George Washburn.  George led the audience in the pledge to the flag.  Others present were Vice Chairperson Fred Mebus, Supervisor Sally Hixson, Township Manager Deborah Patterson, Public Works Director Michael Strawn, Zoning Officer Richard Adams and Township Secretary Melody Ashmore.

George stated there were no Executive Sessions held.
Treasurers Report/Approval of year end bills

Debbie presented the Treasurer’s Reports dated November, 2010 to the Board for approval.  George asked for a motion to pay the bills and approve the Treasurer’s Report for November, 2010.  Fred made the motion, second by Sally.  There being no comments, motion carried 3-0.

Debbie asked for approval to close the books effective December 28, 2010.  George asked for a motion.  Fred made a motion to close the Township books effective December 28, 2010.  There being no comments, motion carried 3-0.
Old Business

2011 Budget Approval – General and Liquid Fuel – Resolution 2010-19 – George stated that the proposed budget was made available to the public and asked Fred and Sally if they had any comments.  Fred stated that under budget on each page 2010 should be changed to 2011 as well as the Liquid Fuel Budget.  George asked for a motion.  Fred made a motion to approve Resolution 2010-19, General Budget and Liquid Fuel Budget, second by Sally.  Dan Cwynar asked what the projected balances of the Municipal accounts are at the end of this year.  Deb stated $130,000.00 in general fund and $58,000.00 in money market.  There being no further comments motion carried 3-0.

Tax Rate for 2011- Resolution 2010-20 – George stated that the tax rate will remain at 2.00 mills and asked for a motion.  Fred made a motion to approve Resolution 2010-20 establishing the tax rate at 2 mills, second by Sally.  There being no comments, motion carried 3-0.

Curbside Battery Collection Container – Debbie stated a Recycling Container for Batteries has been ordered.  Once the container is full the Township will pay to have it shipped for recycling.  Fred asked that the fluorescent bulb recycling container be purchased for recycling.

Sewer Capacity – Wilson Borough – Debbie advised the Board that a letter was received from Wilson Borough regarding sewer capacity that was sold in 2008 to Ashley Development in the amount of $192,000.00.  Debbie stated that she called Lou Ronka and advised him of the amount due.  
Debbie advised the Board that a check was received from PHMIC for a final distribution of 2009 refund on our health insurance in the amount of $6,368.00.

Supervisors Comments – George stated that the committees have been helpful.
Jonathan announced there will be an executive session following the meeting to discuss litigation and negotiation items.

George asked for a motion to adjourn.  Fred made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 6:16 p.m., second by Sally.  Motion carried 3-0.
